
The day had finally arrived, our team was heading to 

what would be our worksite for the next five days.  

We had anticipated this moment for many months 

and yet were still surprised by what we saw.  Our 

short walk on a dirt road to the property where a large 

family was currently living was our first indication 

that we weren’t in the U.S. anymore.  Missing were 

the nice garages, wooden decks, vinyl siding and nice 

windows we were used to seeing. Instead, we saw ba-

sic concrete shelter, open windows with no glass and 

a tiny bathroom that held a single shower head and a 

toilet.  The family we were serving greeted us with 

open arms and great big smiles.  We worked along-

side family members and professional masons moving 

concrete blocks, mixing mortar, filling holes, wiring 

rebar and sifting sand.  By the end of the week we had 

nearly finished two houses and the thank you’s never 

stopped coming!  The Habitat El Salvador staff and 

the partner families were so grateful, yet we were the 

ones who felt grateful for the opportunity to learn and 

serve.  You can only imagine that this was simply a 

small glimpse of the need in the entire country of El 

Salvador where over half the population lives in sub-

standard housing.
